Questions about vocabulary
Example: What is a gadget? What problem does Charlie face with his gadget?

Questions about text’s main idea(s)
Example: What message or moral does the author teach us through her description of Charlie and how he
reacts when the power goes out?

Questions about illustrations
Example: How does the picture on page 100 help describe Charlie’s reaction when the power went out?
